Summary 

This report deals with pottery from post-Roman to 11th century deposits at 16-22 
Coppergate. These layers were, for the most part, well stratified and often independently 
dated. The archaeological features from this period and their interpretation appear in 
AY8/4. 

The report includes a section summarising past research on pottery, a description of the 
methodology and a discussion of the problems of residuality experienced on this site. The 
different wares are described, discussed and illustrated. The discussion which relates the 
pottery to the structures and features on the site includes distribution plots showing 
spatial patterning of certain wares and forms. The concluding section reviews the wider 
significance of this assemblage. 

This research has shown that although there is no evidence of occupation during the 
Anglian period, there is a small number of sherds usually assigned to the pre-Viking 
period. From the earliest Anglo-Scandinavian levels the ceramic assemblage is dominated 
by wheel-thrown and probably locally made York wares; these are over taken in the middle 
of the lOth century by Torksey-type wares, for which a local source is also predicted. By 
the second half of the 11th century the dominant position of this ware is supplanted by 
imports from Stamford and by local and regional products. There are smaller amounts of 
other pottery types present at all stages. These include a few imports from the Continent 
and new groups of lOth and 11th century glazed wares for which no source is known. In 
addition to the domestic wares there is a group of industrial vessels which cluster in one 
area of the site. 

The ceramic assemblage from 16-22 Coppergate shows the development of the pottery 
craft in a thriving urban context, gives insights into the status and function of the four 
tenements on the street frontage and points to the regional and long-distance trade net­
works in which York operated. In turn the site offered a much needed chronological 
framework for the pottery of a period which hitherto had been difficult to subdivide. 
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Resume 

Cette etude parte sur la ceramique des niveaux allant de la periode post-romaine au 
11eme siecle du site du 16--22 Coppergate. Ces niveaux etaient, pour la plupart, bien 
stratifies et dates par d'autres elements. Les structures archeologiques de cette periode et 
leur interpretation sont traitees dans le fascicule AY 8/4. 

Elle comprend un resume de l 'etat de la recherche sur la ceramique, une description de la 
methodologie et une discussion des probh!mes de materiel residue) rencontres sur ce site. 
Les differentes productions sont decrites, discutees et illustrees. La discussion reliant la 
ceramique aux structures archeologiques du site comprend des cartes de distribution 
montrant la repartition spatiale de certains types et de certaines formes. En conclusion, on 
examine les implications plus larges de cet assemblage. 

Cette recherche a montre que, bienqu'il n'y ait pas de preuve d 'une occupation a la 
periode anglienne, on connait un petit nombre de tessons generalement attribues a la 
periode pre-Viking. L'assemblage ceramique des plus anciens niveaux anglo-scandinaves 
est domine par des productions tournees et probablement locales, fabriquees a York; 
celles-ci sont supplantees, au milieu du 10eme siecle, par des productions de type Torksey, 
pour lesquelles on pressent egalement une origine locale. Vers la seconde moitie du 11eme 
siecle, cette production dominante fait place a des importations de Stamford et a des 
productions locales et regionales.

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Zusammenfassung 

In diesem Bericht werden Keramikfunde aus den von der nachromischen Zeit bis in 
das 11. Jahrhundert reichenden Ablagerungen in der Grabungsstatte 16-22 Coppergate 
besprochen. Die Schichten waren, zum groBten Teil, gut stratifiziert und besaBen oft 
unabhangige Datierung. Der archaologische Befund aus diesem Zeitraum und dessen 
Interpretation erscheinen in AY 8/4. 

Der Bericht enthalt neben einem Abschnitt, der die bisherigen, die Keramik betreffen­
den, Forschungsarbeiten zusammenfaBt, eine Beschreibung der Methodologie und eine 
Diskussion der Probleme, die durch Keramik friiheren Datums auf dieser Grabungsstelle 
entstehen. Die Besprechung, die dieTopferwaren mit den Bauten und Anlagen auf der 
Grabungsstelle in Verbindung bringt, enthalt Verbreitungsdiagramme, die die raumliche 
Verteilung nach gesonderten Waren und Formen aufzeigen. Der zusammenfassende 
Abschnitt behandelt die sich daraus ergebende Bedeutung dieser Fundgruppierung. 

Diese Untersuchungen haben gezeigt, daB obwohl keine Beweise fiir Besiedlung 
wahrend der anglischen Zeit bestehen, ein kleine Anzahl von Topfscherben gewohnlich 
der Zeit vor den Wikingern zugeschrieben werden kann. Die Keramikansammlung 
aus den friihesten anglo-skandinavischen Schichten wird von Drehscheiben- und 
wahrscheinlich ortlich hergestellten Yorkwaren beherrscht. Diese werden in der Mitte des 
10. Jahrhunderts durch Torkseywaren verdrangt, fiir die ebenfalls ein lokaler Ursprung 
vorgeschlagen wird. Mit der zweiten Halfte des 11. Jahrhunderts wird die vorherrschende 
Stellung dieser Ware durch Einfuhren aus Stamford und durch einheimische und 
regionale Produkte ersetzt. Kleinere Mengen anderer Keramikarten sind zu alien Zeiten 
vorhanden. Unter diesen befinden sich einige Importe aus Europa und neue Gruppen 
glasierter Waren aus dem 10. und 11. Jahrhundert, fiir die der Herstellungsort 
nicht bekannt ist. Neben der Haushaltskeramik erscheint eine Gruppe gewerblicher 
Topferwaren, die in einem Gebiet der Ausgrabungsstelle geballt auftreten. 

Die Keramikansammlung von 16-22 Coppergate zeigt die Entwicklung des Topfer­
gewerbes im Zusammenhang stiidtischen Wohlstandes und gibt Einblicke in den Status 
und die Funktion der vier an der StraBenfront gelegenen Parzellen. Weiterhin weist sie auf 
die Nah- und Fernhandelsbeziehungen hin, in die York eingefiigt war. Letztlich bietet 
diese Fundstelle einen sehr benotigten chronologischen Rahmen fiir die Keramik dieses 
Zeitraumes, da sie bisher nur mit groBen Schwierigkeiten unterteilt werden konnte.
